This installation guide provides instructions for the installation of perma lubrication system and helps in 
preventing basic mounting errors. The guide should be used with the operating instructions.

Drawings are only examples. There are many other possibilities for mounting, depending on local  
conditions.

Disclaimers of corresponding operating instructions apply.

Installation guides do not affect validation of the operating instructions.

The lubrication system perma PRO / PRO C used with the distributor MP-6 requires grease lines.

perma-tec recommends a flexible hose (PA up to 100 °C operating temperature) with an inner diameter 
of at least 5 mm (Art. No. 101569 Tube up to +100 °C oØ 8 mm x iØ 5 mm). For high mechanichal,  
thermal, or chemical load, the Heavy Duty hose (Art. No. 101555, up to +100 °C, oØ 16 mm / iØ 9.5 mm)  
or the VA-FLEX tube (Art. No. 113864 50 mm, 101549 1000 mmm, or 101550 1500 mm) can be used.

All accessories and tubes must be able to withstand at least 25 bar counter pressure.

1. Basic guidelines

• perma PRO MP-6 / PRO C MP-6 should be installed with the supplied mounting bracket. 

• The distribution of one outlet to several lubrication points is not permitted. 

• Select a position for perma PRO MP-6 / PRO C MP-6 which is easy and safe to access and which 
is protected from high-pressure water jets, falling materials, corrosive chemicals, strong vibra-
tions, and extreme temperature. 

• Ensure that the lube point is prefilled with the same lubricant used in the lubrication system 
before installation → see page 8 „Prefill adapter“. (perma-tec offers 400 g cartridges for grease 
gun on request). 

• Secure the hose with suitable mounting material (clamps, cable tie, etc.) to protect it from  
damage and tearing off. 

• For outdoor applications and applications with heavy soiling or splash water, we recommend 
using protection boxes (protection boxes single or double → see page 5). 

• Tube length of each outlet cannot exceed 5 m (please note that actual tube length depends of 
ambient temperature, type of tube and type of grease used). If perma PRO / PRO C is seperated 
from the distributor MP-6 see page 6 for further information.  

• Use medium strength threadlocker LOCTITE 243 for all metal to metal connections (extensions, 
reducers, angles etc.).  

• Make sure that all U-connectors are hand tight. This will ensure sealing against dust and  
moisture.

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2.2 Mounting

A protection box is recommended for use of the system 

• in a very dirty environment

• in very moist environments (see operating instructions / pages, 4, 24 and 48)

• See operating instructions page 68 for detailed drilling instructions

• A 1:1 drilling template is enclosed on delivery

Mounting bracket PRO 101568 can be used to secure a perma PRO MP-6 / PRO C MP-6, 
perma PRO / PRO C or a perma distributor PRO MP-6. perma PRO should be mounted in vertical 
position.

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2.3 Direct vs separate mounting of PRO MP-6 distributor to lubrication system

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3. Preparation of lubrication point

2.   Remove grease nipple or plug screw of connecting thread and check thread size.

3.   Insert reducer and install tube and necessary accessory parts.

1.   Prior to installation, lubrication point must be cleaned to protect against contamination.

All metal to metal connections must be 
glued together with Loctite® 243™
(Art. No. 110278).
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4.  Lubrication point, accessory parts and tubes must be pre-fi lled with lubricant.
      This enables the lubricant to immediately reach the lubrication point.

5.   Use a tube prefi ll adapter to prefi ll lubrication point and grease lines.

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4. Pressure testing

For pressure testing please use perma PRO / perma PRO C with Accessory Set for pressure test (101480). 

Be sure to use the same lubricant for both, prefi lling and LC of perma PRO / perma PRO C.

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4.1 Pressure test procedure

1. Remove grease nipple.

2. Screw reducer onto lube point and connect pressure testing set.

3. Connect perma PRO / perma PRO C to the open outlet.

4. Turn machines on to ensure that lube point is in use and measuring of corresponding counter 
pressure is possible (Caution: Observe accident prevention regulations).

5. Open stop valve.

6. To trigger an additional discharge, press both buttons at the same time and hold for at least 4 
seconds. After that, the system will automatically perform an additional discharge. In order to 
trigger a second or third additional discharge, you need to press both buttons again for at least 4 
seconds.

7. Watch the pressure on the gauge during the additional discharge. If pressure 
exceeds 25 bar the lubrication system will shut off automatically. 

8. If pressure doesn‘t rise any more during the additional discharge, 
max injection pressure has been reached. In order to fi nd out the 
required system pressure you must wait another 5 minutes. 
The gauge will then show the system pressure.

9. If the injection pressure exceeds 25 bar and doesn‘t decrease, you need to either 
select a different lubricant or to „purge“ the lube point with a mechanical grease 
gun. Please refer to the counter pressure matrix for the typical counter pressure 
values of different applications.

Save or Reject Changed Settings

changes to settings that are currentl� �ispla�e� in the con�guration menu ���� �ime� Outlets� P���� press the 
O��O��������� button until the �ispla� sho�s either �� �� for O� or the remaining �olume of the PRO �� in

Automatic Termination of the Con�guration Mode
�f �ou �o not press a button in the con�guration menu for 1�� secon�s� the control s�stem is automaticall� 
s�itching bac� to the pre�iousl� set mo�e ��On� or �O��� �ithout sa�ing the changes. �ll other settings an� 
alrea�� sa�e� changes remain �ali�.

Additional Discharge
�ith an a��itional �ischarge� a lubrication point can be supplie� �ith an a��itional amount of the lubricant. 
�or an a��itional �ischarge� the lubrication s�stem must be s�itche� on ��ispla� sho�s remaining �olume� an�  
�ou ha�e to press both buttons simultaneousl� an� hol� them �o�n �refer to �gure 15�.

�n a��itional �ischarge is onl� possible at temperatures abo�e � �� � �� �� ��gure 16� ice cr�stal is not �isible�  
an� �hen the lubrication s�stem is not currentl� con�ucting a regular �ischarge.
��er� a��itional �ischarge re�uces the remaining �ischarge perio� since an increase� amount of the lubricant  
has been supplie�. �his must be ta�en into account in �our lubrication an� maintenance sche�ule. � calculation 
is possible �ith the formula from chapter 5.� an� �ith the remaining �olume �hich is �ispla�e�. 
The time between two additional discharges is 30 seconds. Each additional long push of both buttons  
(simultaneously, �gure �5) during this time is being registered and will lead to even more additional  
discharges. The system remembers a max. of 5 additional discharges.
